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QUESTIONS TO ASK AT A COLLEGE FAIR

o Are there opportunities for research or internships in my field of interest?
o How accessible are professors for help and guidance?

Admissions:

o What are the admission requirements and deadlines?
o Are you looking for a specific GPA or test score range?
o Are there any unique application essay prompts?

Campus Life:

What is the campus culture like?

What extracurricular activities and clubs are available?

o

What is the housing situation for freshmen?

o

What is the food like, and how much are the meal plans?
o Are the dorms co-ed, and when were they last renovated?
Financial Aid:

o What types of scholarships and grants does the university give?
o How do | apply for financial aid, and what are the deadlines?
o Can you provide an estimate of the total cost of attendance?

Career Services:
o How does the college support students in their career development?
o Are there job placement or internship assistance programs?

o What percentage of students graduate within four years?
o How many students return for their sophomore year?

Campus Safety:
o What measures are in place to ensure campus safety and security?
o Are there any recent safety incidents to be aware of?

Career Outcomes:

o How does the college prepare students for their future careers?
